Have you ever stopped to think about the number of decisions we 
make each day? Every decision we make, big or small, is not just a 
decision to do or not do one singular thing. It’s a trade-off. Saying yes 
to one thing definitely means we are saying no to another.  
This simple truth is one that we should keep in mind, especially when 
it comes to the things that are important to us like our faith and our re-
lationships.  
 
One very clear example is if we choose to miss Mass. What are we 
placing above the most Holy Sacrifice of the Mass? Why are we ig-
noring a crystal clear obligation as Catholics? What’s the trade-off 
here? What message are we sending to our family when we choose 
other things over God? 
 
The things that are important to us, or the things that we claim are im-
portant, need to take priority. That sometimes means saying no to 
things that might not even be bad by definition. It’s all a trade-off, and 
if we’re not aware of what we’re trading, we’re going to end up mak-
ing some bad deals. 
 
Students in grades 3 - 8 will be taking the ILEARN  2023-2024 begin-
ning on April 16th.  Classroom teachers will be sharing greater detail 
about your child’s individual testing schedule before this time. All por-
tions of the assessment will be completed online and students must 
have a pair of headphones or earbuds to complete the tests.  
The test times range from about 4.5 hours to almost 7 hours of test-
ing. It is very difficult to have available certified staff members make 
up ILEARN tests for students who miss them because of ab-
sence.  So it is very important that all students in grades 3-8 are in 
school during the testing days.  Please do not make appointments 
during that time. Thank you.
